Motion made by Kampmann, second by McKeown to proceed with the wind turbine project. The SD PUC is looking for schools to set up a wind turbine and use it for educating students. This project would be paid for through TCAP money and Capital Outlay. All voted aye, motion carried. 
A discussion was held about some of the current proposed bills in the legislature this year that may have an impact on our district. Two of the major ones are the growth aid and the interstate enrollment agreements. 
Mr. Simons asked the board to move the discussion of the use of the football field up to allow Joe Stein and Brian Jaacks an earlier time to address the board. They told the board they would like to use the field for games. The only equipment they are requesting is the down markers, chains and possibly the lights for an adult team. They agreed to the no alcohol or tobacco policies of the school district. The board asked that they come to the next meeting with their agreement.

Motion was made by Kampmann, second by Bauer to approve open enrollment applications #T & #U. All voted aye, motion carried. 

ITEM 08.01.2068

Motion by Kampmann, second by Landsman to meet at 6:00 pm Feb. 11, to appraise the Superintendent, Principal and Business Manager. All voted aye, motion carried. 

Discussion was held on the school calendar for 2008-2009. We want to coordinate the start of school and as many days off with the Lake Benton district to ease the transition for new students. 
Mr. Jandahl presented the board with the internet safety policy to the board for the first reading. 

Discussion was held on the guidelines for student promotion and retention.

Tom Landsman attended the NESC board meeting. He reported they will be working on negotiations and may have to add a hiring bonus because the competition is so tough. 
The library committee won’t be meeting until next month per Tim Bauer. 
Supt. Simons requested that the board authorize a box for the defibrillator which is currently in Mr. Jandahl’s office but should be in the gym.

Supt. Simons continued to talk about the current bills in legislation this year. The biggest issues for us will be the growth aid, tuition agreements with bordering states, Pre-K standards, consolidation below 100 students, new consolidation incentives and phase out of the 150% rule on property taxes. 
Business Mgr. Bruns reported the opportunity for the board to serve on the SDRS board. Discussion was held on the current health insurance policy held by the school. We will be checking into wellness benefits and a possible change in the insurance rate for employee/spouse.
